Wagrias, On the 23nd day of Septumber, A LB 62, 5 proclumation waos issied by the President of the
Ustrep Sratks, containing, amoug other g, e following, to wit: ' :

«Fhat on the st day ef January, in the yewr of our Lord one thonsaml eight Tundred and sixty threey ail
pei'sons held as slaves within any State, or duﬁi'gnulm% part of 2 State, the people whereof shall then be Tn- ro-
hellion against the Uxires Srarss, shall e henceforth and forever FREE; and the Bxeentive Government
of the Uni‘l}edst&tes, including the Military and Noval authorities thereof, will Tecognize and maintainthe -
ﬁ'eedom of auch persoms, and witl do #o act or acty to repress such persons, or any of them in any eﬁb:.‘t,_ they sy
make for'their actunl freedon; thu thic Exceutive witl, on the vst <duy of Javuary aferesald, issue 1 prociamation
designating the States and parts of States, i auy, in which the prople therely, respeotively, shall then be
in rebeliion aginst the United States; and the fuot that auy State, or the people theveof, shail on that day b,
in good faith, represented in the CONEress of the Traited States by members chosen thereto, at elections wherein
a ma_;onty of the quéliﬁed TOLers of sueh States shull kave pavticipated, shall, in the ahsence of strong ‘coun” -

" ervailing testimony, be deomed conclusive evidence that sueh State and the people thereof, are 1ot in re-
bellion against the Aniteid Btates.” .
